« Salt Lake County, UT: $48 million bond passes with
71% support.

* In Texas, 6 of 6 measures approved with at least

* Uniform state enabling authority to adopt
property tax via ballot measure

matching state funding for local
governments that adopt

« Establish a matching grant program that

provides matching funds to local
governments that adopt

Community Preservation Act (CPA),MA
“automatic” matching funds

« Cities and towns that adopt local
property tax under CPA are eligible
for state matching funds

« State funding from a $20/document
recording fee

* Local CPA matching grants are
automatically awarded to cities and
towns that have adopted the local
surcharge




Community Preservation Act (CPA),MA
“automatic” matching funds

¢ 118 communities have adopted CPA

* |n October 2006, $58.6 million was distributed to
102 eligible CPA communities

* Over $122 million has been distributed in state
matching funds to CPA-adopting communities
over the past four years




Florida Communities Trust (FCT)
“competitive” grant funding

* FCT receives 22% of $66 million
from Florida Forever annually

* Local governments apply for FCT
matching grants annually

* Projects are scored based a
criteria, including amount of
matching funds provided

* 40% match — 10 points
50% match — 20 points
55% match — 25 points

Florida Communities Trust (FCT)
“competitive” grant funding

* Over 15 years, provide $575 million, attracting
over $425 million in local matching funds

» Last application cycle, 115 local governments and
nonprofits applications for $114 million

* Awarded 24 grants for $78 million, leveraging an
additional $58 million in local matching funds
